English

Reading

We will be reading, “The Girl Who Stole and Elephant,” by Nizrana Farook, which is
about a young girl living in Sri Lanka. Chaya has the desire to help those who need it

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This half term, we will be developing our storytelling skills by writing our own
adventure stories. The children will learn how to balance dialogue and description
to engage the reader and how to write effectively in the third person using both
the progressive and simple past tenses. We will also explore a range of descriptive
devices to bring our writing to life.

In addition, we will be studying the poems A Boat Beneath a Sunny Sky and
Brother and Sister by Lewis Carroll. Through these, the children will learn how to
use quotations to support their ideas and express their own interpretations and
opinions with confidence.
